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REVELATION 3:7

»     7     †      ¶  And to the angel of the church in Philadelphia write; These things saith he that is holy, he that is true, he that hath the key of David, he that openeth, and no man shutteth; and shutteth, and no man openeth; 
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«  32       †          Now in the Book of Revelation, the 1st verse of the 20th chapter.

And I saw an angel come down from heaven, having a key of the bottomless pit and a great chain in his hand.

MATTHEW 16:16

»     16     †     And Simon Peter answered and said, Thou art the Christ, the Son of the living God. 

MATTHEW 16:17

»     17     †     And Jesus answered and said unto him, Blessed art thou, Simon Barjona: for flesh and blood hath not revealed it unto thee, but my Father which is in heaven.

MATTHEW 16:18

»     18     †     And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of hell shall not prevail against it.

MATTHEW 16:19

»     19     †     And I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.
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33    Now, I do not wish to--to make it the "keys," because Peter was given "the keys to the Kingdom." But I want to call this: The Key To The Door. 
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«  34       †          Now, a key. I notice here as we read, that this Angel came down from Heaven, having the key in his hand. I believe it's Revelation 13 or 19, we find again, another Angel coming with a key. And a key is, a purpose of a key, is to unlock something, something that's been locked up, or it's something that should be locked up. But a key is given for that purpose.

35    Now, there are many kinds of keys, because we have many uses of keys. 

REVELATION 9:1

»     1     †      ¶  And the fifth angel sounded, and I saw a star fall from heaven unto the earth: and to him was given the key of the bottomless pit. 

REVELATION 9:2

»     2     †     And he opened the bottomless pit; and there arose a smoke out of the pit, as the smoke of a great furnace; and the sun and the air were darkened by reason of the smoke of the pit. 
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«  61       †          Last Sunday night, I preached on, "The Key." And the key is faith. The faith holds the key, and the key is the Scripture. And Christ is the Door. See? So faith takes the little hinges of the Scripture and unlocks the glories and good of God, out to His people. See? So, it's, faith holds the key that unlocks Christ to the people; unlocks it, reveals it.

62    So, today, we're going to try to take that same key, to unlock the way to become a virtuous Christian in the stature of God, that, and be a living Tabernacle for the living God to dwell in.

63    Remember, God reveals Himself in three ways. First time, He revealed Hisself in a Pillar of Fire, that was called the Fatherhood. Then that same God, made manifested in Jesus Christ, which He built a body, made this body. Thirdly, through the death of that body, He sanctified a Church that He can dwell in. It was God above us; God with us; God in us; the same God.

64    That's the reason it was called Father, Son, Holy Spirit. Not three Gods; three offices of one God. They'd have only thought of that at the Nicene Council, we wouldn't have been all messed up, would we? That's right. Not three gods. The people couldn't understand how Jesus talked to the Father, and He and the Father are One. Well, there the whole thing is. Sure, just unfolds it. Certainly. See? It's not three Gods. Three offices! Three ma-...
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«  65       †          What is it? God condescending to His creation. God wants to be worshipped. The word God means "object of worship." And it's God trying to condition His people, so he can get from them what He created them for. He never made you to be something else besides a son and daughter of God. If you have missed that, of being a son and daughter of God, you've missed the mark.
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Satan is the greatest sophist; he has never been overcome in a strife of words... In Divine service the words of men are usually heard more than the Word of God. Each one chatters as he pleases, or kills time by learned disquisitions and disproving the views of others. Of the new birth and how a man must be changed into the likeness of Christ to become partaker of the Divine Nature (II Peter 1:4), scarcely anything is said. Of the power of the keys, the Church has almost lost the power of binding, only the power of loosing remains... The sacraments, given as symbols of unity, of love, and of our life in Christ, have been made the occasion of bitterest conflict, a cause of mutual hatred, a centre of sectarianism...
In short, Christendom has become a labyrinth. The faith has been split into a thousand little parts and you are made a heretic if there is one of them you do not accept... What can help? Only the one thing needful, return to Christ, looking to Christ as the only Leader, and walking in His footsteps, setting aside all other ways until we all reach the goal, and have come to the unity of the faith (Ephesians 4:13). As the heavenly Master built everything on the ground of the Scriptures so should we leave all particularities of our special confessions and be satisfied with the revealed Word of God which belongs to us all. With the Bible in our hand we should cry: I believe what God has revealed in this Book; I will obediently keep His commands; I hope for that which He has promised. Christians, give ear! There is only one life, but Death comes to us in a thousand forms. There is only one Christ, but a thousand Antichrists... 
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But you, Christians, rejoice in your being caught up,... hear the words of your Heavenly Leader, 'Come unto Me.'... Answer with one voice, 'Even so, we come'".
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«  E-62       †        Now, there that blood cell was broke. Now, when we lay our hands by faith upon that trembling Lamb of God, feel His flesh quivering and shaking for us, and our hands become bathed with His Blood, and our souls... The life that was in Him wasn't just a mere man, neither was it an animal. It was God. So that life comes back upon the sanctified one and becomes a son or a daughter, an offspring of God. See, the life of God. 

And we are sons and daughters of God through the breaking of that blood cell, Jesus Christ.
Now, what is it then? God is back in His people, fellowshipping like He did in the garden of Eden. See? There you are, sons and daughters. Isn't it beautiful? God back...

»     4     †      ¶  And whither I go ye know, and the way ye know.

JOHN 14:5

»     5     †     Thomas saith unto him, Lord, we know not whither thou goest; and how can we know the way? 

JOHN 14:6

»     6     †     Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me.

JOHN 14:7

»     7     †     If ye had known me, ye should have known my Father also: and from henceforth ye know him, and have seen him.
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«  162       †        "I have set the open door. I have the keys. I'm the only one can open it, I'm the only one can reveal it, I have the keys." Is that right. "There no man can come to Me except My Father draws him, and all the Father has given Me will come to Me." No man can be saved only through Jesus Christ. Not through any church, any organization, any bishop, pope, just through Jesus Christ. He has the key, He's the only one that can... The keys of what? David, the future coming Millennium where He'll set on the throne of David. "I have the keys of David, I'll open this door and nobody can shut it. Nobody can open it but Me, and nobody can shut it to Me."
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«  163       †        How can it be? How can any man know He is the Christ until He's revealed Himself to him? See, He reveals Himself, He has the key. He can open it or leave it alone. See? "I have the key to the door. I am the Door. I am the Way. I am the Truth. I am the Light." Oh! "I am the Alpha. I am the Omega. I am the First and the Last. I am the Father. I am the Son. I am the Holy Ghost. I AM! Not I 'was' or 'will be.' I AM THAT I AM, that--that said the whole thing. I AM, not I 'was' or 'will be.' I AM, that means 'living presence for Eternity.' See, I AM! Always was, always will be, I am now as I always was and always will be." See, He--He's just I AM!
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«  164       †        Have the keys of David to the kingdom, "no man can shut it." The 7th verse proves that, all right, that He has the keys of David, "No man can shut!"

Now let's see what the next thing is, quick:

... for thou hast a little strength,... 

Oh! Said to this little group down here, "You got just a little strength now." What does that mean? Just like a man that's been dead, kind of shaking himself, coming alive, reviving up a little, coming to life. You've come out of them old dead creeds and everything, you've begin come to life a little bit, shaking yourself, kind of waking yourself up. "You got a little strength, but I've set a door before you now." As soon as they come out of--of Lutheranism and papalism, and all those other isms, and--and Methodistism and everything, He said, "I've put a door before you, now you got a little strength, what are you going to do about it? It's set before you, you can walk in or walk out, either one you want to. The door is set before you. You've got a little strength, just coming to Life, you're just beginning."
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«  33       †          It's hard if you don't... You have to depend on the Holy Spirit because this Bible is wrote in riddles. You just can't sit down and read It like a newspaper. It's hid. Yes, sir. How would you ever justify God when He told Moses up there, said, "Now, don't you make any engraven images," in His commandments, "don't you make anything like Heaven, any--any Angel, or anything else, don't make any engraven images," and yet on the same day told him to mold two Angels out of brass and put them right at the mercy seat, where mercy's at? See? You have to know God and His Nature before you can understand His Word. He--He--He has the key to that Word, Himself, and He--He's the only One can--can handle It and open It, and so He's the One that has to reveal It.
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«  34       †          And now, we find out that His Nature was, here, to always to warn a man before judgment, to warn a nation before judgment, and so forth. He always gives His warning, a reminder to we, of a responsibility. We are responsible, and God has put us here on the earth for a reason, and that reason that He has put us here for, we are responsible to Him for that reason. You should go to Him and find out what He wants you to do. See? If you don't...

35    If you went to work for a man, and he give you a job on a ranch, or something another, and you just went out to the barn and just set down out there, and say, "Well?" See, you must go ask him what he wants you to do, and then do it. If you're working for a man, find out what your duties is.

36    And then if our life is on the--the earth here, then we should go to the One Who put us here, and, "Lord, what would You have me do? What--what--what must I do? Why am I here?" If it's to be a housewife, dishwasher, if it's to be... Whatever God wants you to do, then you do that the very best that you know how to do it. No matter how little, no matter how little it is, you must do it.

37    You say, "Well..." The trouble of it, is, each one of us wants to do the next man's job. We all want to pack the ball, as we say, you see.
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«  38       †          Like this watch here, now, every little movement in there has its place. Now, every part of it can't be the hands. Now, I only look at the hands to see what time it is. But if one of them little wheels in there gets out of order, that won't keep the right time.

39    And that's the way it is with people. We've all, the Body of Christ, has got to be in their position, in harmony. See? And then we can look around and see what time of day it is. See? Then the world's a-looking to see what it is. See? See? But they're watching you. And if you're just a little hairspring, mainspring, or whatever you are, you do the very best job you can at that.
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«  40       †          Now, because, we have a responsibility that we've got to answer to God someday for. Every man that come on the face of the earth has to answer to God for a responsibility. And, to many of us, a stewardship, we have to answer for. We... This responsibility is a stewardship that's been committed to us by God, I don't care what it is. As I said a few moments ago, "a housewife," then be a genuine housewife. That's right. If it's to be a farmer, be a genuine farmer. Whatever it is that God has put you to do, you got a stewardship to that, you've got to answer to God for, because it takes all these things to do it.
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«  41       †          Hezekiah was told to make ready and to get ready because that he had to meet his Maker. Now, Hezekiah was a king, and a--a great man. Did you notice his plea here? "Lord, I beseech You to consider me. I--I've walked before You with a perfect heart." What a testimony that is to--to--to us today, and it should be, a man that walks before God.

42    Even death was pronounced upon the man and yet God changed His mind about him, because Hezekiah wanted to do something and God said He "would give us the desires of our heart." And Hezekiah's time had come, and he--he got a cancer on him, or something another, and--and they called it "a boil" in that day, but we know boils don't regularly kill you, they just get well. But it was perhaps a cancer, and it opened up like a boil. And--and God told Isaiah, said, "Go up there and tell him that he's going to die." And Hezekiah had something he wanted to do yet. He had--he had...
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«  43       †          When you plead anything to God, you got to be a reason for it. It's just like this Scripture that I so often refer to, "If you say to this mountain, 'Be moved,' and don't doubt, but believe that what you've said will come to pass, you can have what you said." Now, that's altogether controlled on motive and objective, see, or it won't happen. See?

44    You just can't go out here... That's where many of us makes a many mistakes, is going out and say, "Now, I'll show you I got faith to do this." Now, you're wrong to begin with. God don't give you gifts just to play with it.

45    As I was saying a while ago, He don't show you visions just to play with. That's nothing to play with. That's sacred. Just use it in... as the Lord will let you. Be a prisoner to Him. No matter how much you want to tell that guy he's wrong, and what this, that, or the other, you hold still till God says so. Then when God says so, then you can come with THUS SAITH THE LORD! Until that, just forget about it.
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«  46       †          The--the world today is just like Hezekiah was then, it's been warned. It's constantly being warned. The church is being warned. And, now, these things just don't happen by a--by a chance. They've all got something behind them.

47    Now, Hezekiah, being sick, having this boil, it wasn't by chance. God sent Isaiah up there and told him to set his house in order now because he was going to die. And Hezekiah wept, and told God, "I've walked before You with a perfect heart and I--I pray You spare my life for a cause, a good cause, the cause of God."

God told the prophet, said, "Go back and tell him."
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«  48       †          Now isn't that strange? Hezekiah was the greatest man in the land. See? Hezekiah was a king, and a godly man. He was a real man, if he could plead that before God and God didn't rebuke him for it, "I've walked before You with a perfect heart." Now that's a-saying a whole lot. See?

49    And God never said, "No, Hezekiah, you didn't do it," but He admitted he did do it. And He said, "I'm going to I'm going to spare your life a little longer." See? "I'm going to give you your request," see, because he had been a just man, he had been a--a real servant to Christ.
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«  E-50       †        Now, I was explaining this to some women one day, and one woman said, "Wait just a minute, Brother Branham." Said, "They are one. That's right." Said, "So are you and your wife one."

I said, "But they're a different kind of one."

And she said... I said... "Oh," she said, "they're the same as you and your wife are one."

I said, "Oh, no, see." I said, "Do you see me?"

She said, "Yes."

I said, "Do you see my wife?"

She said, "No, I don't even know her."

I said, "Then Jesus said, when you've seen Me, you see the Father.' So they, they are a different kind of one. See? I said, "You see me, but don't see my wife. But when you see Jesus, you see God." He manifested God. He was a virgin born Son. And God the Father, which is a Spirit, dwelt in Him.
